EITHER CLEAN THE SEWAGE OR START TESTING
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We must be extra careful with contaminated water.

We can't let the water crisis lower health standards.

Unknown chemical reactions in waste are unsafe by definition

Full treatment cleans sewage sufficiently to safely restore depleted groundwater
aquifers. Orange County cleans its sewage to this level of purity. Clean, potable

water is recycled water. Partially-treated sewage is not recycled water, it is
contaminated and should not be used as a new source of water.
